When the restoration of the 1916 Palm Beach County 
Courthouse is complete, the Historical Society will open 
the first-ever, countywide history museum and 
educational resource center. The Society will also have a 
new home, and occupy nearly 8,000 square feet in the 
restored 1916 Courthouse. Inside we will offer interactive 
exhibits, a gallery of rotating exhibits from other Florida 
museums, historical societies and private collections, as 
well as house our vast collection of historical 
photographs, documents, and artifacts detailing over 
12,000 years of local history. Although entrance into the 
museum will be free to all residents of Palm Beach 
County, Society members will enjoy special privileges.
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The Society provides a variety of programs 
throughout the year, featuring noted authors, 
historians and professionals who bring History alive.
